EXTENSION OF THE EFFECT OF MINUTE NO. 263 
ll[LATHiG TO THE Ei"'EftGENCY DELIVERIES CF COLCRADO RIVER wATEil 

FOP. US£ IN TIJUNJA 

The Con,mission met in the offices of the :'1exican Section at 10:00 a.m., 
on /,usust 3, 1981, to consider tt1e need to extend for one year the effect of 
Minute rio. 263, relating to the ertergency deliveries which the United States 
.1akes to Vexico of ~~~ters from the Colorado P.lver at a point on the interna­
tional boundary near the city of TiJuana, Baja California. 

The Con111ission considerec the Nexican CoHll,issioner's auvice that altt.cush 
he construct ion by his Covernr.:ent of the aqueduct to sup~ly Colorado River 
aters to Tijuana is near completion, it is not expected to be in operation 
fore the end of 1932. The Comu:issioners also considered that on Au~ust 20, 

98C, the emergency deliveries of water made t;y the United Statces to f•1exico 
·ere suspended anc that althou~h there was not a need to resume del fveries 
n the period that followed, c1rcurustances may asain exist to require those 
.c 1 i veries and they c:Jreed to cent inue the a~ree~.ent for the emergency Y~ater 
.c 1 i veri es on a stand-by bas 1 s. 

The Cor.iidssion then considered the information provided by the United 
tates Cor.1J:iSsioner rt)]atins to the conditions under ;~hich the agencies of his 
·ountry, which o~m and operate the hydraulic fdcilities used to make the emer­
·cncy deliveries of v1ater to r-~exico, ~10uld be willin~ to continue such e;,,er­
·ency deliveries as n;ay be requested by t·iexico until August 14, 1982. 

eased on the above consitierations, the Con<1;ission adopted tile following 
resolution, subject to the approval of the t~10 Governments: 

1. That the ef feet of Minute No. 2G3 cf August 6, 1980, be extended un­
t i1 Auojust 14, 19B2, v:ith the undcrstandi ngs in Points 2 and 3 of 
this rcsol uti on. 

2. That curin!) the one-year extension of the effect of l'linute No. 263, 
ttle ewcrgency deliveries of Coloraco River v1ater made by the United 
States to ~-:exico at a point on the international boundary ncar the 
city of Tijuana not be r.:ade at rates exceeding those correspondin;; 
to the monthly volumes specifit!d in Schedule I of Exhibit 2 accol:J­
panying Unute No. 240, and that ~;exico n,ake its request thl'ee days 
in advance of each resumption and of each susjJension of such deli­
veries. 

3. That at the beginning of the one-year extension of the effect of 
/-',I nut a No. 263, l•lexico reestablish it~ Irrevocable Letter of Credit 
in the amount of $500,000 (five Hundred Thousand Dollars 00/100) 
u.s. currency, 11hich amount would cover the costs of approxirncltely 
three months of cent inuous elliergenc)' deliveries to Me xi co dnd tt:ere-



after reestablish, 1•hcn and as needed, the Letter of Credit in the 
SJi!ie amount to cover the cost cf such deliveries as i~ex1co ;nay re­
quest curfns the remainder of the ore-year extension.
